Current Status: Students, Staff, Facilities

At present, CCA serves over 350 students from preschool through 12th grade. We’'ll
celebrate 23 graduates this spring and welcome 30+ new kindergarteners next fall. In other
words, our enrollment continues to grow, and it's encouraging to see more and more families
choosing Christian education to help prepare their children to be thriving adults in today’s world.

Our faculty and staff are exceptional, providing students with quality education and
learning experiences fueled by professional minds and ministry hearts. God’s provision is
evident, with more than 50 employees and numerous volunteers partnering with CCA’'s mission
every day.

Our two-campus model has its challenges, but with ongoing adjustments, we continue to
improve efficiency and foster growth. This year, Calvary Campus serves our preschool and
primary grades (K-2), while Vernon Campus serves grades 3-12. Recent infrastructure
improvements at Vernon Campus helped make this year’s transition smooth and successful.
Students at both campuses continue to thrive.

Students returned to school this year and immediately discovered new and exciting
opportunities at CCA—-new teachers, sports teams, and elective courses such as STEM,
Creative and Culinary Arts, and Multimedia Arts, all expanding upon our top-notch academic
programs!
